One of the reasons that I am involved in the counseling ministry at Trinity Pastoral Counseling Center is 

highlighted in the following verse... “The Lord God is my strength, And He has made my feet like hinds’ feet, 

And makes me walk on my high places.” Habakkuk:3:19 

The meaning of this verse for me is that we rely on God and that as we do that we grow toward wholeness and 

can then companion with others as they do the same.
